
used, it’s likely an older 
model, which theoreti-
cally won’t last you as 
long as a brand new 
model would. So let’s 
say you buy a used 
iPhone 8 (a one-year-
old phone) for $490, 
which is about 
the average selling 
price on Swappa for 
the base model at the 
time of this writing. 

Keeping the four-year 
lifespan factor in place, 
you’ll end up buying 
another used one-year-
old iPhone three years 
later. We’ll say that’s 
another $490. So over 
the course of 12 years, 
you’ve spent $1,960 on 
used iPhones 
(compared to $2,250 
on brand new iPhones 
over the same period), 
which comes out to 
$163.30 for the aver-
age yearly cost. 

But let’s say that you 
want to buy even older 
used iPhones because 
you still can’t quite af-
ford the $490 iPhone 8. 
Instead, you go for the 
two-year-old iPhone 7 
with an average selling 
price of $310 on Swap-

 

Buying your 
smartphones used can 
save you a lot of mon-
ey over buying new—
or can it? We’ve done 
some math to see what 
the best route is as far 
as buying new vs. used 
smartphones. 
There’s a decent argu-
ment for buying any-
thing brand new (not 
just smartphones), and 
it’s that while you’ll 
spend more money up 
front for a brand new 
product, you’ll likely 
keep it forever (or at 
least as long as possi-
ble until it finally bites 
the dust). Because of 
that, you’ll ultimately 
spend less money than 
buying used (or inferi-
or) products more fre-
quently. 

As an example, if you 
buy the latest and 
greatest phone right 
when it comes out and 
keep it for four years or 
so (a good amount of 
time most smartphones 
adequately last, we’d 
say), the argument is 
that it’ll be cheaper in 
the long run than buy-
ing a used one- or two-
year-old phone twice 

during that same time 
period. 

This is technically true 
for a lot of different 
products, especially 
items that are built to 
last a lifetime, but I 
wanted to see if it was 
true for smartphones. 
So I busted out the cal-
culator and did some 
math. 

Buying New or 
Used iPhones 
Determining the cost of 
ownership for a brand 
new iPhone over the 
course of four years is 
pretty easy. All we 
have to do is take the 
price and divide it by 
four to get the average 
yearly cost. For this 
example, we’ll use the 
iPhone XR. 

The iPhone XR costs 
$750 brand new. If you 
end up keeping that 
same phone for four 
years, the average 
yearly cost comes out 
to $187.50. 

Now let’s say you want 
to buy a used iPhone, 
but since you’re buying 
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pa for the base model. 

Since it’s an even older 
iPhone, though, you’ll 
have to buy a new, 
used iPhone even 
sooner, let’s say every 
two years. So over the 
course of 12 years, 
you’ve needed to buy 
six iPhones at $310 
each, which comes out 
to $1,860 total, or $155 
per year on average. 
Here’s a nifty chart that 
visualizes all of this: 

Of course, all of this 
assumes that brand 
new iPhones will al-
ways cost $750, and 
used models will al-
ways cost $490 or 
$310, depending on 
how old they are, but 
these are good aver-
age numbers to go by. 

In any case, the math 
has spoken for itself: If 
you’re okay not always 
having the latest and 
greatest iPhone, you’re 
technically better off, 
financially, buying older 
used models more fre-
quently than just buy-
ing a brand new phone 
and keeping it for a 
long time. 

However, the differ-
ence is pretty mini-
mal. Youôre only sav-
ing about $3 per 
month when you opt to 

buy two-year-old 
iPhones more fre-
quently than just buy-
ing a brand new phone 
and keeping it for a 
long time. In other 
words, it doesn’t matter 
what you do if your 
goal is to save mon-
ey—no option is signifi-
cantly cheaper than the 
other, but at least be 
aware of the downfalls 
of buying used. 

Buying New or 
Used Android 
Phones 
With Android phones, 
the savings are signifi-
cantly better if you go 
the used route, simply 
because the resale val-
ue for Android devices 
is fairly weak. I did the 
math to see the differ-
ences, both for Sam-
sung Galaxy S phones 
and Google’s line of 
Pixel phones (arguably 
the two most popular 
lines of Android 
phones on the market). 

Here’s what we came 
up with for Samsung 
Galaxy phones, using 
the Galaxy S9, Galaxy 
S8, and Galaxy S7, 
respectively, as well as 
using the same meth-
odology and sources 
as the iPhones: 

And here’s what it 
looks if you were all-in 

on Google’s line of An-
droid phones, using the 
Pixel 3 (rumored to re-
lease next month and 
assuming a $650 price 
tag), Pixel 2, and the 
Pixel, respectively: 

If You Plan on Lon-
gevity, Maybe Donôt 
Use Android 
So here’s the problem 
with Android phones, 
though: Not only do they 
hardly hold their resale 
value compared to 
iPhones, but Android de-
vice manufacturers are 
quick to kick even slight-
ly-older phones to the 
curb. 

Because of that, buying a 
two-year-old Android 
phone is a riskier move 
than buying a two-year-
old iPhone. If you bought 
a Galaxy S7 today, 
you could make it last two 
more years, but it would 
be extremely long in the 
tooth at that point, where-
as an iPhone 6s today 
still performs pretty well, 
and it’ll probably still re-
ceive updates for at least 
another couple of years. 

There’s no denying the 
savings, though, if you go 
with buying older used 
Android phones. But 

you’ll want to keep your 
expectations realistic as 
far as what you’ll get out 
of that device. 
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Q. What are the 
most useful apps 
you have found in 
the Microsoft Store 
on Windows 10? 
OneNote for Win-
dows 10 
 
Although this app 
does get installed by 
default when you 
start with Windows 
10, I include it here 
because it's not part 
of the operating sys-
tem. This service is 
part of Microsoft Of-
fice and the Univer-
sal Windows Plat-
form (UWP) version 
has grown a lot since 
its first iteration back 
on Windows 8/8.1. 
The OneNote for 
Windows 10 app will 
be the default One-
Note interface for 
those who use Office 
2019. (The only ex-
ception to this will be 
anyone using the On-
eNote 2016 desktop 
program, as that will 
remain their default, 
but users will get a 
prompt to try out/
migrate to the UWP 
app.) 
Now that I'm using 
OneNote for Win-
dows 10, I have 
moved nearly all my 
physical note-taking 
and related tasks into 

the digital non-paper 
world. The recent ad-
dition of Sticky Notes 
and its sync capabil-
ity, which is provided 
by the OneNote en-
gine, has now re-
placed most of my 
scribbled notes/
reminders across 
Windows 10 and my 
Samsung Galaxy 
S9+. 
The UWP app is also 
very quickly gaining 
feature parity with its 
desktop predeces-
sors. If you have not 
tried this Microsoft 
Store version out re-
cently then I recom-
mend giving it a fresh 
look. 
 
Paint.net 
This is one of the 
most advanced free 
image editors availa-
ble and it has been 
around for a long 
time. It is well sup-
ported by its author, 
and while you do pay 
for the version that is 
in the Microsoft Store 
(it is a freeware 
download from their 
website), it's a solid 
investment at just 
$3.49. 
I edit a lot of images 
in my daily work rou-
tine and this app al-
lows me to perform 

most of those edits 
including features 
such as working with 
layers, adjustments 
(Auto-Level, Black 
and White, Bright-
ness and Contrast, 
Curves, Hue and 
Saturation, Invert 
Colors, Levels, Pos-
terize, and Sepia), 
plus multiple effects 
(Artistic, Blurs, Dis-
tort, Noise, Photo, 
Render, and Stylize). 
Call it Paintshop Pro 
for the poor, but this 
app will exceed your 
expectations with its 
extensive capabili-
ties. 
 
Irfanview 
While Irfanview pro-
vides multiple editing 
options, although not 
as extensive com-
pared to Paint.net, 
the reason this app 
has a spot on my 
system is because it 
has extensive Batch 
Conversion and Re-
name tools. 
You can take large or 
small collections of 
images and set a 
wide array of options 
including cropping, 
resizing, changes of 
color depth, plus hor-
izontal/vertical flip-
ping, left/right rota-
tion, conversion to 
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grayscale, and add-
ing overlay text or 
watermarks to get 
them into the specific 
configuration you 
need of your images. 
Even for a small set 
of images, the speed 
of this process once 
setup is much faster 
than editing images 
one by one. 
 

Nextgen Reader 
The death of Really 
Simple Syndication 
(RSS) Feeds has 
been talked about 
ever since Google 
killed off their Google 
Reader service back 
in July 2013. RSS 
feeds haven't gotten 
the message; they're 
still going. 
A new service called 

Feedly benefitted 
greatly from the end 
of times for Google 
Reader. There were 
reports that they 
gained 500,000 new 
users within two days 
of the initial an-
nouncement about 
Google Reader going 
away and added 
three million more in 
the next two weeks. 

Nextgen Reader was 
already in the Mi-
crosoft Store a cou-
ple of years before 
the end of Google 
Reader was coming 
and supporting the 
service just by add-
ing your Google 
Reader account. 
When the end was 
approaching for 
Google Reader, 

Nextgen Reader was 
the only Windows-
based app that was 
partnered with Feed-
ly to gain program-
matic access to the 
service for Windows 
users. 
The developer of 
Nextgen Reader is 
very responsive to 
issues and feedback. 
As a result, we now 

have a 
Feedly client 
that just 
works and 
does that job 
very well. 
Lots of con-
figuration 
options exist 
to customize 
how you use 
the app and 
share infor-
mation from 
your RSS 
feeds. In-
cluded is the 
ability to 

connect to services 
such as Twitter, One-
Note, Facebook 
(including FB Pages), 
Buffer, Pocket, and 
Instapaper. 
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Windows 10 has a 
new, easy-to-use tool 
for freeing up disk 
space on your comput-
er. It removes tempo-
rary files, system logs, 
previous Windows in-
stallations, and other 
files you probably don’t 
need. 

This tool is new in 
the April 2018 Update. 
It works similarly to the 
old Disk Cleanup utility, 
but it’s part of the mod-
ern Settings app and is 
a bit faster to use. 
To find this new tool, 
head to Settings > Sys-
tem > Storage. Click 
the “Free Up Space 
Now” link under Stor-
age Sense. If you don’t 
see that option here, 
the April 2018 Update 
hasn’t been installed 
on your PC yet. 

Windows automatically 
scans your PC for un-
necessary data that it 
can removed to free up 
space. Unlike the old 
Disk Cleanup tool, this 
screen only shows da-
ta you can actually re-
move, and it scans 
both user files like your 
Recycle Bin and sys-
tem data like old Win-
dows installations at 
the same time. 

Scroll through the list 
and check the different 
types of data you want 

to remove. Windows 
shows exactly how 
much space you’ll free 
up by removing each 
type of data. You can 
delete everything 
here as long as your 
computer is functioning 
properly. For example, 
“Windows upgrade log 
files” and “System cre-
ated Windows Error 
Reporting Files” are 
both only helpful if your 
PC is experiencing 
problems. If everything 
is working fine, feel 
free to delete them. 

Be careful when check-
ing the “Recycle Bin” 
option here. This will 
erase any deleted files 
in your Recycle Bin. Be 
sure you don’t want to 
recover any files from 
the Recycle Bin before 
checking this option. 

After a big update like 
the April 2018 Update 
itself, you’ll also see a 
“Previous Windows 
installation(s)” entry 
here. Feel free to re-
move these files if your 
computer is working 
properly. You won’t be 
able to downgrade to 
the previous Windows 
10 update after remov-
ing these files, but Win-
dows automatically re-
moves these files after 
10 days anyway. If 
your computer isn’t 
working properly, you’ll 

need these files to roll 
back to your previous 
build of Windows. 

Windows shows how 
much total space will 
be freed up at the top 
of the screen. Click 
“Remove Files” to re-
move the data you’ve 
selected. 

Depending on how 
much data there is to 
remove, Windows may 
take a few minutes to 
finish the process. 

While you can enable 
the “Storage Sense” 
option at Settings > 
System > Storage to 
automatically remove 
some types of data, 
including old temporary 
files and files that have 
been in your Recycle 
Bin for a while, it won’t 
remove as many types 
of data as the “Free Up 
Space Now” tool. 
These are two different 
tools. 

Click the “Change how 
we free up space auto-
matically” option under 
Settings > System > 
Storage to configure 
how the Storage Sense 
feature automatically 
frees up space.
