
notification area, click 
“More,” and click 
“Settings.” 

In the Microsoft 
OneDrive window, 
switch over to the 
“Auto Save” tab and 
click the “Update Fold-
ers” button. 

Note that if you don’t 
see an Update Folders 
button here, Microsoft 
says your account isn’t 
“eligible” for Folder 
Protection yet. We’re 
not sure what consti-
tutes eligibility, but we 
do know that Microsoft 
is rolling this feature 
out slowly. If you don’t 
have it yet, check back 
again in the near fu-
ture. 

OneDrive will prompt 
you to “Set up protec-
tion of important fold-
ers.” Select the folders 
you want to synchro-
nize with OneDrive and 
click “Start Protection” 
to begin. Unfortunately, 
OneDrive only offers to 
protect these three 
folders and not other 
built-in folders like Mu-
sic, Downloads, and 
Videos. 

Microsoft OneDrive 
now offers to “protect” 
the contents of your 
Desktop, Documents, 
and Pictures folders. 
You can use your 
standard file storage 
folders, and OneDrive 
will synchronize them 
as if they were saved 
in the regular OneDrive 
folder. 

This feature isn’t ena-
bled by default, but you 
can activate it in a few 
clicks. It’s part of the 
OneDrive software in-
cluded with Windows 
10, but it’s also availa-
ble in  

How This Works 

Cloud file storage ser-
vices like OneDrive are 
convenient, but there’s 
one annoying thing 
about them: You have 
to save files to your 
OneDrive folder rather 
than your standard 
Desktop, Documents, 
and Pictures folders. 

Microsoft’s new “Folder 
Protection” feature will 
optionally “protect” the 
contents of your Desk-

top, Pictures, and Doc-
uments folders by syn-
chronizing them to your 
OneDrive account. You 
can then recover their 
contents if you ever 
lose your PC, or just 
access them on your 
other PCs. 

If you enable Folder 
Protection for a folder 
on two different PCs, 
the contents of that 
folder will be synced 
between the two PCs. 
For example, OneDrive 
will ensure you have 
the same files in your 
Documents folder on 
all your PCs, and a file 
you add to the Docu-
ments folder on one 
PC will be placed into 
Documents on the oth-
er PC. 

In other words, it’s just 
like using OneDrive to 
sync your files normal-
ly, except you get to 
save files in your regu-
lar folders. 

How to Enable

How to Enable Microsoftôs New OneDrive 

Folder Protection in Windows 
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Ninite is a free tool that 
automatically down-
loads, installs, and up-
dates various Windows 
programs for you, skip-
ping past the evil 
toolbar offers. For Win-
dows users, Ninite is 
arguably the only really 
safe place to get free-
ware. 
This application is far 
more than a tool for 
tech support people to 
easily set up PCs. It’s a 
place you can get safe 
Windows freeware 
without trawling the 
usual download sites 
full of harmful garbage. 
The Only Safe Place, 
Really? 
Of course, 
safe freeware is availa-
ble elsewhere online. 
But there’s no real 
trustworthy, centralized 
source of the stuff. 
Download sites are 
uniformly terrible these 
days — even good old 
SourceForge is now 
bundling junkware. 
If you want a safe 
place to get freeware 
without worrying about 
toolbars and other 
junkware, Ninite is the 
program to use. If you 
have parents or rela-
tives that use a com-
puter, you can tell them 
just to use Ninite to get 
and update the free 
programs they need — 
the software on Ninite 
is guaranteed to be 
safe. Even programs 

that come with toolbars 
(like Java) won’t have 
a toolbar when you in-
stall them via Ninite. 
We can’t think of a sin-
gle rule of thumb that 
will help a typical user 
get useful free Win-
dows applications 
while avoiding all the 
junkware and malware 
beyond “just use 
Ninite.” 

This doesn’t mean you 
should avoid other 
websites entirely — 
sure, if you use Mi-
crosoft Office, down-
load it from Microsoft. 
But, if you need a 
free application to do 
something, head to 
Ninite’s website and 
find one there instead 
of attempting to hunt 
down an application on 
the freeware sites. 
How Ninite Works (or 
Why Ninite is Awe-
some) 
Ninite offers a website 
with a list of popular 
free Windows applica-
tions. Practically all the 
freeware a typical Win-
dows user would need 
it here. This includes 
everything from web 
browsers like Chrome 
and Firefox to system 
tools, media applica-
tions, compression util-
ities, and cloud storage 
programs. Just check 
off the programs you 
want to install, click 
Download Installer, 

and Ninite will down-
load a single .exe file 
onto your system. Run 
the downloaded Ninite 
installer and it will auto-
matically download 
each program you se-
lected, installing it in 
the background without 
any annoying choices 
and automatically de-
clining any toolbar of-
fers. 
Yes, it’s really that 
easy. Ninite is a great 
way to quickly install 
your favorite programs 
on a new PC or fresh 
Windows install, but it’s 
more than that — it’s a 
safe, centralized place 
to get the freeware you 
need. Ninite has a lot 
of smarts. It downloads 
programs from their 
official websites, auto-
matically checking their 
digital signatures or 
hash values to ensure 
they haven’t been tam-
pered with. It works 
entirely in the back-
ground, skipping any 
questions, ignoring 
prompts to reboot your 
PC, and automatically 
installing 64-bit appli-
cations on a 64-bit PC. 
Ninite Can Update 
Applications, Too 
Ninite isn’t just about 
easily installing appli-
cations. When you 
launch your download-
ed Ninite installer 
again, it will check for 
updated versions of the 
programs you chose. If 
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a new version is availa-
ble, Ninite will down-
load and install it auto-
matically. If you al-
ready have the current 
version, Ninite will skip 
installing that applica-
tion. 
This means Ninite is 
also a great way of up-
dating the freeware 
you use. You can re-
run the installer once a 
week or so to ensure 
you have the latest ver-
sions of your installed 
applications — all it 
takes is a double-click 
on the Ninite installer 
and your applications 
will be updated for you. 
Automatically Update 
Applications With 
Ninite and a Sched-
uled Task 
You may want to check 
for updates regularly 
without buying Ninite’s 
paid solution, which 
we’ll cover below. For 
example, you might 
want to use Ninite to 
install software on a 
relative’s computer. 
Afterward, you might 
want to ensure Ninite 
automatically updates 
the software on a regu-
lar basis. 
You can automate this 
by creating a sched-
uled task. Just down-
load the Ninite installer 
.exe file and save it to 
an out-of-the-way fold-
er so your relative 
doesn’t delete it from 
the downloads folder. 

Open the Task Sched-
uler and create a task 
that runs the applica-
tion once a week or so. 
Once a week, the com-
puter will automatically 
load the Ninite applica-
tion, which will auto-
matically download and 
install the updates. 
Your relatives will see 
the Ninite application 
open and have to close 
it — just tell them to let 
it do its thing and close 
it when it’s done. There 
is a command-line 
switch that lets you run 
Ninite silently in the 
background, but it’s 
only available in the 
paid pro version. Ninite 
can update applica-
tions automatically with 
a scheduled task, but 
you’ll have to see its 
interface while it runs. 
This trick isn’t just for 
less-knowledgeable 
relatives, of course. 
You could use this trick 
on your own computer 
to run Ninite regularly 
so you wouldn’t have 
to remember to open it. 
How Ninite Makes Its 
Money 
Ninite’s basic features 
are completely free for 
home users. To make 
some money, the com-
pany behind Ninite, 
Secure By Design 
Inc., offers a few paid 
services. 
The Ninite Updater is a 
small tool that runs in 
your system tray, auto-

matically checking for 
application updates 
and allowing you to 
install multiple updates 
with a single click. It 
costs $9.99 per year, 
and is really designed 
for home users who 
want to financially sup-
port the Ninite project. 
This tool isn’t neces-
sary — you can dou-
ble-click the download-
ed Ninite installer to 
automatically check for 
and install updates oc-
casionally. Important 
programs like your web 
browser will automati-
cally check for and in-
stall their own updates, 
too. 
For corporate users, 
Ninite offers a $20 per 
month application 
called Ninite Pro that 
will allow you to cen-
trally manage the soft-
ware on up to 100 
computers on a Win-
dows domain. This al-
so includes Ninite One, 
a desktop application 
for installing applica-
tions without visiting 
the Ninite website first. 
Ninite is brilliant. For all 
the tasks we’ve made 
easier on a computer, 
finding and installing 
Windows software is 
often a hard one — at 
least if you want your 
computer to stay junk-
ware-free.  Spread the 
word: Ninite is the 
place to get Windows 
freeware. 
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All desktops are not 
created equal. Just 
look at the differences 
the next time you go 
to a class where you 
bring and use your 
own laptop. I bet none 
of those other desk-
tops will look like your 
own desktop. Proba-
bly the biggest differ-
ences will be in the 
desktop background. 
These differences 
come about from the 
choices in the 
“Personalize window” 
in “Settings.” You can 
get to the Personalize 
window by at least 
two ways. Personalize 
is a selection in Set-
tings so just click on 
the Start button and 
then the Settings but-
ton (the gear like 
Icon). Or, you can get 
to the Personalize 
window by just right 
clicking an empty 
space on the desktop. 
Either way, you get to 
the Personalize win-
dow where you can 
set up things like the 
Background, the Lock 
screen, the Start 
screen, and the 
Taskbar. 
 
The Background can 
be set to three differ-
ent possibilities; a pic-
ture, a color, or a 
slideshow. The pic-
ture can be one of the 
pictures that you get 
to select by browsing 

your Pictures folder. 
When you find one 
you like, select it and 
it will become one of 
your selections and it 
will also become your 
background. (If you 
have multiple moni-
tors, you can select 
Monitor 1 or 2 or both, 
by right clicking the 
picture and then left 
clicking your choice.)  
After you’ve chosen a 
picture you can deter-
mine how it will show 
on your monitor by 
making a selection in 
“Choose a fit.” Pull 
down the down facing 
arrow at the right-
hand end of the selec-
tion box and make 
your selection among 
the choices, Fill, Fit, 
Stretch, Tile, Center, 
or Span. Pictures 
from different sources 
will show up slightly 
differently depending 
on this choice. Once 
you’ve chosen a pic-
ture, you’ll just have 
to experiment with the 
choices. Don’t worry, 
you can’t really break 
anything here. 
 
The second back-
ground choice, “Solid 
color,” is maybe a lit-
tle less exciting. 
When you select Solid 
color, you get to 
choose from a palette 
of colors to be the 
background. Just click 
on the color you like 

in the “Choose your 
background color” 
grouping of colors. 
You can even add a 
custom color by just 
clicking on the 
“Custom color button” 
and then in the “Pick 
a background color” 
area, click the color 
you would like and 
then click “Done.” If 
you don’t quite like 
the new custom color, 
just re-do the selec-
tion process and the 
custom color will 
change to your new 
choice. 
 
The last background 
choice is “Slideshow,” 
which is probably the 
most fun. When you 
choose slideshow, 
you get to choose the 
source of your 
slideshow pictures. 
Maybe you have a 
folder of grandchil-
dren, or a folder of 
puppies or kittens, or 
a folder of your family 
vacations. Whatever 
you like can be the 
source of your 
slideshow pictures. 
Just click the Browse 
button, under 
“DesktopBackground,” 
and you’ll get a navi-
gation window to use 
to find the folder that 
contains the pictures 
you would like to use 
as a slideshow. If you 
don’t have a folder 
with all the pictures 
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you want to use in 
your slideshow, now 
is the time to create it. 
Just make a new fold-
er, using File Explor-
er, and put it in an 
easy place to find, like 
under the Pictures 
folder, under “This 
PC,” After you’ve cre-
ated this folder and 
maybe named it 
“SlideshowPictures,” 
put all the pictures 
that you want to be in 
the slideshow into it, 
and then go back to 
Settings-Personalize-
Background, browse 
for your new folder, 
and make it the 
source of your 
slideshow. Next de-
cide how often you 
want the pictures to 
change; choices go 
from 1 minute to one 
day. The pictures will 
show in the sequence 
that they are in the 
folder. (Remember, 
files in a folder will be 
in alpha-numeric or-
der, numbers first, 
then letters.) If you 
don’t want this se-
quence and would ra-
ther have them shown 
in random order, just 
slide the “Shuffle” 
slide switch to “On.” 
Again, you can make 
a “Choose a fit” 
choice just as before 
in the “Picture” back-
ground choice. 
 

The Lock screen is 
the next item that can 
be “personalized” in 
the Personalize win-
dow. (The Lock 
screen is displayed 
when the computer is 
locked. You can lock 
the computer by using 
the keyboard combi-
nation of the 
“Windows Key” and 
the L key. Or you can 
lock the computer by 
pressing the Control-
Alternate-Delete key 
combination and then 
choosing “Lock”.)  
The choices for the 
Lock screen are simi-
lar to Background, but 
slightly different. The 
choices are “Windows 
Spotlight,” “Picture,” 
and “Slideshow.” Win-
dows Spotlight is a 
feature of Windows 10 
that downloads pic-
tures from “Bing” and 
displays them when 
the lock screen is be-
ing shown. So it’s like 
a picture option, only 
Bing is choosing the 
picture. The “Picture” 
choice seems to work 
just like the Picture 
choice in Background. 
You could even 
choose the same pic-
ture for Background 
and Lock screen, but 
it would probably be 
more useful if a differ-
ent picture were cho-
sen for Background 
and Lock screen.

er locations. Left
-clicking an item 
on the Start 
screen will start 
that App. Right-
clicking an item 
will provide the ability 
to “unpin” the item 
from the Start screen.  
 
The Taskbar is the 
last item on the Per-
sonalize screen and is 
the bar at the bottom 
of the Windows dis-
play. It shows Apps 
that have been pinned 
to the Taskbar along 
with notification from 
Windows, Apps, or 
certain hardware such 
as the network you 

are connected to (and 
the amount of charge 
in your battery, if you 
are on a Laptop). The 
Taskbar can be per-
sonalized by selecting 
“Taskbar” and then 
setting the slide 
switches to on or off, 
based on your need 
for that specific fea-
ture. You can even 
move the Taskbar to 
the top or a side by 
selecting “Taskbar 
location on screen” 
and then choosing the 
desired location. “How 

do I customize 
Taskbars?” gives a 
good amount of help-
ful information for cus-
tomizing the taskbar. 
The Notification area 
(at the right-hand end 
of the taskbar) can 
also be personalized 
by selecting “Select 
which Notification 
Icons appear on the 
taskbar.” This will pro-
vide a screen of Apps, 
the Icons of which 
could appear on the 

Taskbar. Each one 
can be turned on or 
off, depending on 
your need for this no-
tification. You can al-
so “Turn system Icons 
On or Off.” This selec-
tion will provide a list 
of system Icons along 
with on/off slide 
switches. The Clock, 
Volume, Network, Lo-
cation, and Action 
center are system no-
tification you might 
want to turn on, if they 
are not on already. 
 

Personalization 
provides the 
ability to cus-
tomize the way 
some very basic 
screens look 
and operate. 
The choices you 
make will make 
your computer 
look a little dif-
ferent from other 
computers and 
give it your par-
ticular custom-

ized look.
